But occur it
will. The timing and circumstances are best left to divine providence.

The paradox of the Christian life is that we will live happily in the next world only if we are fully engaged in
this one. Jesus does not want his followers preoccupied with speculation about eternity if it takes them away from
prayer and loving service of one another, especially those overlooked in our society. Today’s scriptures may invite us
to think in the direction of God’s future plans, but how we live then depends on how we live now.
