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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
 Peace and all good things to you!  It is more than a bit ironic that St. Luke’s 
gospel, known as the gospel of compassion and mercy thanks to parables like the 
prodigal son and good Samaritan, includes woes along with its beatitudes.  The Chris-
tian world is accustomed to hearing St. Matthew’s reporting of the beatitudes, which 
we find more suited to kitchen magnets and greeting cards.  The truth is that we need 
both St. Matthew and St. Luke.  By including the words of woe right after Jesus’ pro-
nouncement of blessedness, St. Luke reminds us that the virtues and attitudes con-
tained in the beatitudes are not optional if we are really Christians in fact and not just 
in name.  We cannot be content to treat the beatitudes as “nice” or simply admire them 

in the canonized saints of our tradition. 
 
 Coupled with the first reading and responsorial psalm, the start of the “sermon on the plain” in Luke is a re-
minder that we have our sights set on a divine reality and promise of hope that transcend what we can see or touch 
with our limited human senses.  Our hearts will never be ultimately satisfied if we place out trust in merely human 
institutions, strategies, or plans, however close they may bring heaven to earth.  Our hearts remain firmly fixed on the 
new heavens and new earth that was promised in the glorified body of Jesus Christ risen from the dead.  This is the 
hope that brings true blessedness, now and in the life to come.

Qualified Charitable Distribution 
 

A Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD) is a distribution from your Individual Retire-
ment Account (IRA) made directly to a qualified nonprofit organization such as the Basilica 
of Saint Stanislaus, without having the distribution counted as taxable income.   
 

If you are 70 ½ years of age or older and have a Traditional IRA, you are eligible to make a Qualified Charitable Distri-
bution. Currently in 2025, up to $108,000 in IRA funds can be counted as Qualified Charitable Distributions annually.  
For married couples, each spouse can make Qualified Charitable Distributions up to the $108,000 limit for a potential 
total of $216,000. 
 
Please consider making a big impact on the future of the Basilica of Saint Stanislaus by the use of the Qualified Chari-
table Distribution option from your IRA!

ADDITIONAL BINGO VOLUNTEERS NEEDED 
 

Additional Volunteers are needed to help at our weekly Parish Bingo, which is held 
every Friday in the Parish Center, located in the school gym and cafeteria. Your help 
is needed once per month, year round. We really need your help! 
Right now we are in need of Bingo Verifiers and Charity Game Ticket sellers. 
 
Currently, Bingo Verifiers are needed for the 3rd and 4th Friday of every month. When a player yells BINGO, you just 
go up to the player, call the serial number from their bingo card, get the prize money from Paymaster, and give it to the 
winning player. Training will be given. This position is from 5:45 p.m. till approximately 10 p.m. Some cleanup is 
needed after bingo ends. 
 
A Charity Game Ticket seller does exactly what the position is called. Must be friendly and good at making change 
quickly. This position is from 3:45 PM to 6 PM, once per month, or more if you can do it. Training will be given. 
All volunteers will need to fill out CORI and Code of Conduct Paperwork.
