Peace and all good things!  As we prepare to enter the season of Lent, the readings for this Sunday 
in Ordinary Time are so appropriate as we discern how we will spend this upcoming penitential 
season.  Jesus makes it clear that one of the characteristics of his disciples is that of integrity.  Just 
as healthy plants and trees produce beautiful flowers and fruits, so the Christian who cultivates 
genuine goodness and virtue will produce beautiful deeds and words.

LENTEN REGULATIONS  
 
 Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of abstinence from meat as well as days of fast, 

when only one full meal is allowed. On days of fast two other meatless meals may be tak-
en according to one’s needs, but together they should not equal another full meal.  

 The other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence from meat.  
 The obligation to abstain from meat begins at fourteen (14) years of age and does not 

cease.  
 The obligation to fast begins at eighteen (18) years of age and ends at fifty-nine (59) years 

of age.  
 
Please note: Although the faithful may excuse themselves from fast and abstinence, for a just cause, there is an obliga-
tion to substitute another penance in its place.  No Catholic should lightly excuse himself/herself from these Lenten ob-
ligations.
