In whatever state we find ourselves this week, the hope proclaimed in
the paschal mystery demonstrates that all this can be transformed into means for our salvation.

To enter more deeply into this Great Week, why not think of someone you might invite to confession and the celebra-
tion of the Eucharist so that this Good News you have experienced can multiply and spread?
