For us Latin Rite
Catholics, overly influenced as we are by calendars from secular culture driven by consum-
erism, it’s a challenge to sing a Christmas carol for too long past Christmas Day, let alone
f W keep Christmas going until mid-January. The liturgical season of Christmas reminds us that
one day just isn’t enough to sum up an ineffable mystery: the Second Person of the Trinity
became flesh in Jesus Christ.

This Sunday’s feast does, however, add something more to the Christmas story, namely, that Jesus Christ has
been revealed as the light of salvation for all peoples. Please read that again: the light of salvation for al/l peoples—
not a light of salvation for some peoples. In an era of wokeness and political correctness, that might make some peo-
ple fidget. Nevertheless, it’s true. To settle for anything less is to dilute the truth of the Incarnation and its definitive-
ness for humanity. We Christians best proclaim that truth, however, in the same way our Savior did: by the witness of
lives with God at the center. We don’t take up arms or throw punches or hurl insults to get across this truth; we take
up the armor of prayer and clothe ourselves with Christlike deeds—day by day and step by step until our lives become
an epiphany too.
