Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Peace and all good things! First of all, I would like to say a heartfelt thank you
for the many prayers and messages of condolence that you’ve sent to me and my family at
this time of my mother’s death. They mean more than you can imagine. That my mother
died peacefully on the feast of Our Lady of Lourdes, February 11", was not lost on me.
These days I especially feel the care and protection of the Mother of God. Again, thank
you so very much.

Second, I can hardly believe that Lent is upon us already. When the paczki are eaten and Ash Wednesday
dawns, we enter that purifying spiritual desert experience called Lent. The scripture readings this weekend offer a
wonderful prelude to our Lenten journey. They call us to be holy as the Lord God is holy. In the gospel, Jesus spells
out some of what holiness looks like in terms of how we treat one another, especially those who don’t treat us very
well.

Holiness requires great courage and resolve, the same gifts we see in the heroic lives of those we call “saint,”
many of whom are the subjects of the windows in our Basilica. One of my favorite images of holiness, in fact, is the
stained-glass window. As more light shines through stained glass, the more beautiful and brilliant the colors become.
Holiness is like that—Ietting God’s light shine through us. The holier we become, the more brilliantly our colors
shine. Genuine holiness means that we become our truest and best selves as intended by God. Not a bad goal for our
Lenten journey.

be taken according to one’s needs, but together they should not equal another full meal.
¢ The other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence from meat.
¢ The obligation to abstain from meat begins at fourteen (14) years of age.
¢ The obligation to fast begins at eighteen (18) years of age and ends at fifty-nine (59)

years of age. AND

¢ Although the faithful may excuse themselves for a just cause from these laws of fast 2
and abstinence, there is an obligation to substitute another penance and no Catholic AB ST‘ N EN C E
should lightly excuse himself/herself from this obligation in the Lenten season.
